Routine Maintenance Checklist

Let us help you by performing routine maintenance

Daily:
Machine wash down
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Weekly:
Check fluid level in Trabon lube system
Check coolant level and concentration

Check air line lubricator fluid level
Visually inspect air line filter sight gage
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Check X and Z axis way covers for wear, holes, and tears

Monthly:

Check Trabon lube system for proper operation
Check hydraulic power unit for proper operation
Check X and Z axis way wipers for proper operation
Remove, clean, and/or replace air conditioner filter
Grease tailstock

Grease main wheel drive motor

Check wheel and work drive belts for wear and proper tension
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Remove wheel hub and clean taper on adapter and spindle

Quarterly:

Check hydraulic lines for wear or leaks
Check hydraulic oil level

Check electrical conduit for wear
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Verify that all operator control panel lights are working

Semi-Annually:
Check and tighten all electrical wire connections
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Check encoder covers on servo motors to insure they are clean and dry inside

Annually:
O Change batteries on memory back-up

As Required:
Replace hydraulic filter
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Drain, flush, and refill coolant system
